What goes into a Content Teacher's training for CLIL?
Personally, I think the heart of CLIL training for teachers involves a) awareness of the language of the subject b) skills in materials design for embedding language in content tasks.  It may sound to be oversimplfying things but I think teachers can get much of the rest in other courses and it is these two areas which set CLIL training apart from other training approaches.
These are contents to courses or links to course course outlines I've worked on myself.  The more I'm involved in TT myself, the more I think the best approach is to start with the teachers themselves, their curriculum guidelines, their textbooks and their resources and see what they do with the language in all of these materials in their teaching.
