











PROCESS STREAM:

When the tank is empty and the operator presses the start pushbutton (SB) the following process stream occurs :

- Filling the tank with the water at 20 °C until lsm is reached.

- Heating the water and  keep filling the tank with the water at 20 °C until lsh is reached.

- When the high level is reached, keep heating the water, until the temperature

is 80 °C.

- Emptying the tank.

- When the tank is completely empty, the operator  can start a new process stream.

Note : the temperature doesn’t reach 80 °C before filling the tank.
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The three level sensors lsl (low),


lsm (intermediate) and lsh (high) provide the logic signal 0 when the water level is below the sensor and the logic signal 1 as soon as the water level is over the sensor.
