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Global warming
1 The possible effects of global warming in our country in the future include:

· The average annual temperature in the Balkan peninsula and Bulgaria has been raised.

· According to a newspaper the highest temperatures in Bulgaria (for the last 100 years)  + 43,8  С  were measured on 5 July 2002 
· Bulgaria is one of the first 5 countries in Europe that has full  and overflowing reservoirs; the continuous summer drought is going to provoke 12% subside of the water in the reservoirs.
· milder winter in Bulgaria – ten years ago the temperature during the winter was in the range of  –10  -15 С;  today it is around –5  +5; decreasing of the snow cover could be observed also;

· shift of the seasons – the spring starts about 6 days earlier and the autumn about 5 days later. There is a change of  the animal’s behavior – they nestle and lay eggs earlier; the bloom of the flowers and their distribution in the altitude has been changed too

2 The possible effects of global warming in other countryies in the future
· Kilimanjaro – the snow is melting and It may disappear in 12 years time.
· Australia – because of the warm water the big coral reef is bleaching;

· The Caucasus (Russia) – the glaciers are disappearing;
· Philadelphia –  the winter is getting milder and the vegetation is growing;

· the level of the oceans may grow with 15-95 centimeters;

· Chiseling of the forests.
