Making language support activities
1. Make a substitution table
- Choose a topic / text and make a substitution table containing the main points 
2. Make a chart / diagram as support for reading/listening
- Make a chart / diagram as support for a text which you have used in a lesson

3. Visuals
- Make reading / listening support task from a given visual in a lesson
4. Writing/speaking frames
- Choose a topic/text from a lesson and make a frame with headings, sentence starters, vocabulary to help learners speak/write

5. Card-sorting

- Make a set of cards to help learners see the relationship between the key concepts in a given page/lesson/text
6. Sequencing

- From a given lesson, choose a set of items which follow a sequence and make them into a sequencing activity
- Choose some events from a given text and make a set of cards for sequencing
7. Supported speaking (in pairs/groups)

- Provide chunks / starters / gapped text for information gap speaking
- Provide question forms / structured content / headings for whole class information search
8. Guided / supported presentation work

- Use 'blank' presentation templates to guide listening / watching and note taking
- Use annotated presentation templates to support student presentation
