Publishing your students’ work on the Internet
· There are a number of ways you can publish your students work on the Internet:
· Making the News is a UK-based platform for news reports as a template for publishing student work. (http://mtn.e2bn.net/) You could make use of your students’ Voices work in order to publish their products in the form of news reports.

· Smilebox is a publishing site which uses standard presentation templates such as postcards, PPT frames, and others which visitors can use to upload their visuals, texts, and video. (http://www.smilebox.com/)

· www.issuu.com.  This site is a web-based publishing site which allows visitors to publish anything they like.  You’ll find magazines which have been done very professionally, but also amateur materials, and video material.

· Science Across the World also publish selections of students’ work in the ‘sample exchange forms’ section of the website.  If you think your students have done a good job, simply send it along and it will be posted for the world to read (www.scienceacross.org).

· Your own School website. You could find out about using your own school’s website for publishing your students’ work. Create an exhibition space dedicated to the products of their work.

· Flashmeeting http://flashmeeting.e2bn.net is a simple one-click video conferencing tool that allows up to 20 individuals or small groups to come together using only a webcam.  Jeff said anybody can sign up to use it as long as they are in a school or educational institution. · Quikmaps http://www.quikmaps.com/new allows visitors to edit maps and add text and highlighting icons and illustrations. 

· Bubblr http://pimpampum.net/bubblr/archive.php allows visitors to upload pics and photos to a slide where they can then add speech bubbles in a cartoon type format. 

· Classtools www.classtools.net is a nice collection of tools any teacher with a computer and web access will love because it gives a host of ideas for presenting content and highlighting important areas. 

· Create a scape (Futurelab) www.createascape.org.uk is a very interesting interactive medium for organizing and presenting content through landscapes designed by the learners.
