	Assess what the course aims to teach
	Does the course teach mainly:

· Subject knowledge?
· Language ability?

· Both?
Does the course teach mainly: 

· Listening/reading?

· Speaking/writing



	Reduce the potential unfairness of assessing in L2

	There is a risk of unfairness and ambiguous subject knowledge results, especially with learners with low L2 ability: the learner knows the subject, but cannot express it in the L2
High risk:                      Speaking: long/short responses

Medium risk                  Writing: long/short responses
Medium low risk:         Reading/listening:  
· Multiple choice

· True/false

· Matching

· Sequencing

· etc

Low risk:                       Visual/symbolic responses
· label a diagram/graph/map

· use mathematical symbols
Assessment in the L1 is possible. But there are risks: of contradicting the spirit of CLIL; and of not using the same language for learning and assessment

	Think about assessing by profiling over a longer period
	Assess several times over a period, formally or informally

Use a set of subject/language knowledge statements

	Think about assessment by portfolio
	Assess over a period of time using a collection of varied responses (e.g. test results, visuals, texts, oral responses, self-assessments, etc)

	Think about using self-assessment
	Use a set of ‘know/can do’ statements (subject or language knowledge)

	Think about using bandscales for grading
	Assess using a scale showing degrees of subject/language knowledge
