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The international observance of World Water
Day is an initiative that grew out of the 1992 United
Nations Conference on Environment and Devel-
opment (UNCED) in Rio de Janeiro. The United
Nations General Assembly designated 22 March
of each year as the World Day for Water by
adopting a resolution.

The theme for World Water Day 2001 was "Wa-
ter and Health".

22 March is a unique occasion to remind every-
body of the unseen contribution water makes to health.
We must protect it because we depend on water and
in spite of this we use it as a dumping ground for all

sorts of waste, and do very little to protect the water
supplies we have.

Throughout history, water has been people's slave
and their master. Great civilizations have risen where
water supplies were plentiful. They have fallen when
these supplies failed.

Our demand for water is constantly increasing. We
live in a world of water but can use only 3%  - the rest
is in the oceans and is too salty to be used.

As our demands for water grows and grows, we
will have to make better and better use of our supply.
The more we learn about water, the better we will be
able to meet this challenge.
